Coffee is introduced to the New
World by Captain John Smith,
founder of Virginia at Jamestown.
1652

The first coffeehouse opens in
England. Coffeehouses are called
"penny universities" (a penny is
charged for admission and a cup
of coffee). The word “TIPS” is
coined in an English coffee
house: A sign reading “To Insure
Prompt Service” (TIPS) was place
by a cup. Those desiring
prompt service and better seating
threw a coin into a tin.

Gabriel
de Clieu, a French naval officer,
transports a seedling to Martin-
ique.

The invention of the world’s first
drip coffeemaker: Melitta Bentz
makes a filter using blotting
paper.

1938

Nescafé instant coffee is
invented by the Nestlé company
as it assists the Brazilian
government in solving its coffee
surplus problem.

1995
